OPEN SPANIEL: Preference will be given to dogs that have gained a place or Certificate of Merit at a
Field Trial, been placed First, Second or Third in an Open Gundog Working Test or won a Novice Gundog
Working Test held in accordance with Kennel Club Rules and Field Trial Regulations, should the Test be
oversubscribed.

NOVICE SPANIEL: Confined to dogs that have not gained a place or Certificate of Merit at a Field Trial,
been placed First, Second or Third in an Open Gundog Working Test or First in a Novice Gundog Working
Test held in accordance with Kennel Club Rules and Field Trial Regulations.

A ballot will be held should a Test be oversubscribed.

The draws will be performed in accordance with J6j.

A competitor who has been drawn in more than one Test on the same day must, on receiving the draws,
decide which test they wish to compete in and must immediately notify the Field Trial Secretary of their
decision.
